Laboratory Work

An essential component of this physics class is the laboratory experience.  Therefore, physics students will be graded on their safety procedures, general lab skills, as well as results.  Students have one week from the date of the lab to make-up the lab.
Safety

Safety is essential to work in the laboratory.  Violations of any safety precaution will result in removal from the room along with failure of the lab activity.  Parent contact and/or dismissal from the course will occur if a student continually conducts themselves improperly in the laboratory setting.

Assignments

Assignments provide students the opportunity to practice what they have learned in class.  Reading strategies including SQ3R, QAR, Venn diagrams, etc. will be used to assist students understanding of physics.  They will be used for class discussion and/or reviewed by the teacher.  Quizzes may be given based on the assignments.
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Late Work

Assessments

A variety of assessments will be used including written tests with multiple choice, short answer, and problem solving questions. Missed assessments must be completed within one week of the original test date.
